1. Why did you choose this project?

· All Y6 pupils in the partner primary schools come to the school for a whole week in the summer term. The aim of the project is to provide a main focus for the staff and pupils involved during the week.

· The outcome of accreditation indicates the skills the pupils bring along to school

· Appropriate work can be matched to their ability.

2. How is it funded?

· GTCW Group Bursary

· Mainly to provide time for teachers to come together to discuss, evaluate and plan

3. What is your target group?

· All Y6 pupils in the partner primary schools work on the project over the

· school year and bring their work to Pontardulais school for Transition week

· 60 applications for accreditation have been submitted. 15 examples were moderated indicating a high standard.

· ‘Out of catchment’ pupils are to be considered as well as those who do not

· reach the level. Also the inclusion of Y5 pupils is under consideration

· The school aims to continue to enable Y7/Y8 pupils to progress to level 2

4. How is the project being evaluated?

6. If you did this again what would you change, if anything?

· Numeracy/maths coordinators from the primary schools were originally representing the partner primaries and attending meetings. The communication and collaboration improved when it was decided to meet directly with the Y6 teachers. Also improved when they all met together rather than Gareth visiting each school in turn

· The Healthy Meals theme did not provide as much pupil fun/enjoyment as the previous theme to design a Top Trumps Theme Cord Game. It did however have an improved structure to meet the criteria needed to achieve the accreditation

· The next Project theme will have a combination of both greater appeal and specific criteria guidance - the focus will be based on The Olympics

7. What is the way forward?

· As a cluster we are always focussed on making improvements and implementing new ideas. As port of reviewing the current processes it was decided that we needed to establish a bridging assignment in communication to coincide with the transition project. This is being developed with the Secondary Communication Coordinator and the year 6 teachers. Also we are developing the learning of languages such as Welsh and French within the cluster group.

· Finally, the strategies implemented above were established in order to improve standards in pupils learning and to smooth out the transition of pupils from our cluster primaries to our school. It isn’t perfect but we regularly review and change corresponding to the needs of our pupils.
