Why did you choose this project?


Queen Elizabeth High School has well developed links with its partner primary schools and is always examining ways to move the relationship forward with innovative ideas. Learning platforms are becoming much more common in many areas of education and to use one to develop resources to share with pupils and staff in our partner schools seemed appropriate.











4. How are you evaluating the project?


The evaluation so far consists of the responses from a relatively small number of staff and pupils as the project has taken most of this academic year (2007-2008) to build.


Next year pupils in year 6 will have access to the system from the start of the year and a better appreciation will be gained as to how it impacts upon their learning and their feelings towards secondary school.





     5. What has gone well?


Where pupils have been introduced to the system they have responded positively. 


In addition to using the learning material in their studies, many use it to communicate informally with friends, with staff and with pupils in other schools.


Staff being able to appreciate how they can use the learning platform to identify learning needs with individual pupils.





     6. If you did this again what would you change, if anything?


One simple change would be to allow more time for staff to work together, this minimises distractions and the support speeds up progress significantly.





    7. What is the way forward?


The e-learning coordinator at QEHS hopes to train more staff with the ability to use the material already produced and then to develop new material that is structured to address the skills agenda more directly. 


The learning platform gives us an effective way to greatly develop a wide range of activities. This provides a structure through which teachers from both KS2 and KS3 can meet and work collaboratively. As a result of which they gain a better understanding of the work going on in other schools and at other key stages.





How is it funded?


The secondary school uses part of the transition funding to allow the QE High e-learning co-ordinator allocated time to work on and build up the project.
