Moodle is a learning platform. The letters actually mean something but are also Australian slang for “have a go”. Moodle is a learning platform. This is like a content management system with lots of extra useful facilities. It is designed to facilitate learning. If you break down teaching and learning activities there is a Moodle feature to address it.

All of these features are available 24/7 on-line in a secure environment, all users have a unique username and password and all on-line activities are tracked automatically.

QEHS Project

We have used Moodle to allow teachers from a variety of schools to work together to produce learning material that can then be accessed in all our feeder primary schools. One example is a project on Christmas in France and Germany which introduces pupils to the concept of MFL. 

Learners are able to experience a new way of learning that they will encounter increasingly in their new school. Pupils can also communicate informally with friends in other schools as well as gaining the benefit of using resources created in other school. The tutor pool is therefore greater. I am interested to see how this impacts, in the longer term, on smaller schools with only one or two teachers.

As our knowledge and skills increase we will look to create more imaginative ways to support pupils through the transition process using a wider range of activities. This is very much a learning experience for everyone involved.
