










Why did you choose this project?


The aim of the project was to provide a good model of a transition project where Year 5 & 6 pupils could experience facilities, equipment, skills and techniques within a design & technology context. This project provided the opportunity for participating partner primaries to come and visit the department for a half day session with a secondary specialist teacher which included tutorials on 2D Design. The project was also chosen to develop pupils Computer Aided Design skills prior to reaching secondary school.

Every pupil had the opportunity to use the specialist software 2D Design and therefore developed their ICT skills and D&T knowledge.


Pupils enjoyed the opportunity to have a half day D&T session in the workshop, they familiarised themselves with the specialist equipment and the secondary school environment.


Pupils produced their designed product to take home and keep.








     6. If you did this again what would you change, if anything?


     If we were to run the transition programme again more time is required for the secondary


     teachers to liase with the primary school teachers and increase their input to ensure


     the project is also meeting their needs.


     The aim of the secondary school department is to run the programme over a 


     few years, to ensure more time is spent with each individual partner primary school.








     7. What is the way forward?


     The way forward with the transition programme would be to fully evaluate the success 


     after individual schools initial visit with an aim to providing further aid in the primary


     school from the specialist teachers if required. The project will aim to strengthen the


     links and support from the secondary school in Design and Technology with its partner


     primaries.
