
Project Overview: 


The project aims to meet the needs of the gifted and talented year 6 and year 7 pupils. It is a 2-year programme where pupils have opportunities to be involved in ‘outside the box thinking’. Pupils have participated in skills development days on the following topics: Leadership, Logic, Oracy, Working under pressure and Problem Solving. These days have taken place both inside and outside the classroom. Pupils have enjoyed the hands-on approach, developing their thinking skills and working collaboratively to solve problems. 





Summer 2007


The transition steering group decided to create a project that would target the more able and talented pupils in Yr 6 and Yr 7


In the summer term 2007 primary teachers from the partner primaries were required to identify approximately 10% of the pupils from Year 5 and Year 6 who were considered to be more able and talented.





June 2007


The cohort of selected pupils with secondary and primary staff attended a team building day at Mynydd Mawr Country Park. The day was assisted by the Carmarthenshire Youth Service. The pupils were involved in group problem solving activities.





October 2007. 


(The Year 6 pupils were now Year 7 Amman Valley pupils.) The pupils and relevant staff attended a 3-day residential course in Cardiff. Pupils attended workshops at Techniquest and had an activity day in the Welsh Assembly building.
