
Project Overview: 


This project gave pupils the opportunity to use ICT skills and software required in secondary Design and Technology whilst still at primary school. Primary schools were provided with the software ‘Techsoft 2D Design’ and the teachers visited the secondary school for training. All partner primary schools were invited to attend half day sessions at the secondary school where year 6 pupils were given the opportunity to use the equipment in the workshop to make and take home their designed product.





Primary Staff from Amman Valley’s partner schools were given 2½ hours training in the summer term 2007 by the secondary DT teachers and LEA advisor on how to use ‘Techsoft 2D Design’ a computer package required to design the product being made by the pupils. The Secondary school provided all the primaries with the computer package to install on their computers. Amman Valley School had this computer software installed on their network, and therefore this project gave pupils the opportunity to use ICT skills required in the secondary school whilst still at primary school.





Primary teachers were provided with a resource to use back in their classroom. This resource was a workbook (written by Lynne Davies, DT teacher at Amman Valley) for primary pupils to use to develop their thinking skills and Design and Technology knowledge.





The project allowed year 6 pupils to visit Amman Valley for a morning session. These pupils were shown demonstrations of the processes involved to make their product using the specialist equipment in the workshop. Pupils had the opportunity to make their product using acrylic plastic, they observed their designs being engraved using a laser cutting machine, they created, coloured and perfumed the gel used in their fragrance freebie and took home their finished product.
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
