Background


Project to promote Continuity and Progression in teaching and learning from Key Stage 1 to 3 launched in November 2006


Following our joint secondary/primary INSET focussed on the use of formative assessment to improve pupils learning a working party was established to look at the AFL strategies used in our schools, evaluate current strategies used and share good practice. It was decided to produce a DVD & Booklet of Good Practice that could be shared with our family of schools and reach a wider audience.


Focus is on: the use of questions & quality of talk; the use & quality of feedback; sharing criteria with the learners; peer and self assessment

In 2007-2008 Bryngwyn and our partner primary schools joined the LEA / Kings College Assessment for Learning (AfL) project. 


The project is a developmental project and not a delivery type INSET


Our teachers are encouraged to think of AfL as being based on consistency of principle and not uniformity of practice


Our participating staff have attended 3 conferences with Kings College who have shared their AfL research findings. The conferences have shared good practice, current research findings on AfL and teachers are encouraged to interpret the ideas for their own classroom.


Teachers are looking at: the quality of pupil-teacher interactions; the stimulus and help given to pupils to take active responsibility for their own learning and collaborative learning
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
