Project Summary

Bryngwyn School enjoys close working relationships with our partner primary schools through the Transition Plan.  Our main objective is to provide high quality teaching and learning experiences for all our pupils and we place  specific emphasis upon their development as successful independent lifelong learners. 

The Assessment for Learning Project was designed to highlight the good practice currently in place across Key Stages 1, 2 and 3 in terms of continuity and progression of skill development and assessment strategies and techniques. We produced a DVD of exemplar practice featuring lesson observations and interviews with staff and pupils. Our aim was to raise the awareness of AFL strategies in use across our family of schools and encourage staff to think creatively about their practice. We wanted to show how formative practice currently in use in the primary sector can be used, extended and built upon in the secondary sector.  Our aim is to use the DVD as a training resource in our schools to build upon the practice that is already established in teachers’ classrooms and help our staff focus upon the impact that formative practice has on learning and specifically upon learning behaviour.  The DVD demonstrates consistency of principle not uniformity of practice and shows how our teachers manage and facilitate the AFL classroom, providing guidance to help the pupils learn and structuring and facilitating the activities that enable learning.

Continuity and Progression in AFL from Key Stage 1 to Key Stage 3
Project Overview

Our family of schools supported the Carmarthenshire Assessment for Learning Project in partnership with Kings College London commencing in the Autumn Term 2007.  Following a joint INSET Day with our partner primary schools in November 2006, led by Mike Ross, Educational Consultant we had already decided to produce a DVD highlighting the good practice known to be in existence across the primary and secondary sectors. WE set up a Cross Phase AFL Working Party to conduct a survey across participating schools and identify strategies and techniques used at each key stage. Our involvement in the LEA Project allowed us the opportunity to further develop these ideas and involve a team of staff in creating learning scenarios that offered opportunities to cue pupils into learning expectations and provide feedback as the learning is taking place.  Several teaching staff agreed to be filmed during the Summer Term 2008.  The resulting DVD involved viewing and editing over fifteen hours of footage material, selecting AFL strategies used to facilitate learning experiences for pupils in a range of subject areas across all key stages.
