Assessment criteria

Writing your essay will give you the opportunity to put together what you have learned to show that you understand the important ideas about William’s conquest of England- how and why he was able to take control of England, what changes he made, and what impact these changes had on England and the English people.

What is the task all about?

· How good you are at recognising, describing and analysing key features of past societies – in this case, the changes made to England by the Norman Conquest up to 1087.

· How well you can describe, explain and analyse reasons and results

· Whether you can organise and communicate your ideas clearly and effectively

What you need to do to achieve a level
	Level 3
	You can give a few reasons for and results of events.  You make your meaning very clear.



	Level 4
	You can give some general information to support your reasons and results.  You are beginning to produce structured work and use appropriate historical terms.


	Level 5
	You are beginning to make links and connections between relevant reasons and results.  You can use your historical knowledge to support your descriptions and explanations and are using historical terms to help you structure your work.


	Level 6
	You are beginning to analyse reasons for and results of events and changes.  You are using more analysis to reach conclusions.  Your work is well structured.


	Level 7
	You can use your knowledge to analyse reasons and results of events as well as to describe them.  Your work is very detailed and well structured.

	Level 8
	You can set reasons and results in their wider historical context.  Your work is very detailed, showing wide knowledge.  It is carefully structured and analytical.

	Description



	Level 3
	Described some of the key features of the changes made by William after 1066.  For example, the way he built castles all over England.

	Level 4
	Some appropriate terms were used to link ideas together.  For example a description of the feudal system might include the different ranks of people, what they gained from it and what they had to promise.

	Level 5
	Clear points are made in separate paragraphs.  Things are described in detail before moving on to the next point.  Connections are being made between changes brought in by William and the effect upon the people.  For example, the good and bad effects of castles.

	Level 6
	A variety of ways in which William’s conquest affected England are described and the effect upon the English people mentioned.

	Level 7
	Lots of knowledge about the conquest!  How he took control and the effects of his changes on England.  Detailed examples are given.

	Level 8
	Links are made to the situation before and after 1066.  Well supported conclusions are made about the significance of his changes and the big difference they made to peoples lives at the time.
