







Why did you choose this project?


The school (Brynteg Primary School) wanted to improve the quality of classroom talk in both key stages. We wanted to encourage pupils to become more active in their learning, moving away from ‘teacher talk’. As staff we felt that this project would gives us a focus and we in particularly felt that we could use the research from Kings College to develop and improve our questioning techniques.











What is your target group?


The year 2 teacher has been enthused and inspired by the work of Shirley Clarke and was the representative to participate in the AfL project with the LEA and Kings College, therefore the target group initially was her year 2 class. Following 2 conferences with Kings college AfL strategies are now being incorporated throughout the whole school.

Evaluating pupils progress to identify if any difference has been made since adopting the principles of AfL throughout the school











What has gone well?


Most of the teaching staff continue to be enthusiastic


Children have responded well to being involved in their learning, in particular the process of setting targets and the learning objectives for lessons.


Children have responded positively to the improvement of and opportunity to develop classroom talk


Children are more aware of the skills they need to develop to improve their learning.
