	Pupil group work. Pupils to use evidence and artefacts to make deductions and decisions



	Aim of lesson


	· Pupils to work as a team

· Pupils to be able to sort and catalogue objects

· Make deductions from content of the bags

· To use feedback from group members to improve ideas 

· To use information to draw a pen picture of the possible owner

· To assess the accuracy of the group pen portrait by comparing with the ‘real owner’ 

	Teacher explanation


	· Discuss how people find out about the past- what are they called? Archaeologists = ‘history detectives’

· How do they work? Discuss sorting and cataloguing.
· Tell the pupils that there has been a bomb scare at tesco in trostre and there have been hundreds of bags left behind. The police need the children’s help to try to identify the owners of five bags.

	Pupil activities


	· Group work - Children to assign roles within the group. Foreman, scribe and two archaelogoists.

· Check list in tables to aid them when discussing the contents of the bag (checklist provided)

· First they need to catalogue contents.

· Discuss each one and make notes as to what each object suggests.

· Draw pen picture of the possible owner of the bag.

	Plenary


	· Envelopes sent in from police saying that they may have identities for the owners of the bags. Do they match the pupil’s descriptions?
