Why did you choose this project?

Following a number of collaborative activities within the Family, we held a whole-family Inset in October 2006 to look at thinking skills strategies, in particular focussing on questioning and group work.

After discussion, we agreed to look at questioning skills. All schools nominated a representative to attend the working group and we met in February 2007 to pool ideas. The ‘Think, Pair, Share’ idea was agreed and we then visited each other’s classrooms to see good practice and to ensure some consistency for our project.



How is the project funded?

The work has been supported by the Transition Grant, a proportion of which is devolved to Families of Schools.

Key Stages 1 – 4



How are you evaluating the project?

We hold termly meetings to share feedback and to carry out forward planning.

An annual evaluation is also requested by the LEA and is posted on the eportal.



What has gone well?

The inter-phase observation and co-operation have been very valuable and appreciated by all staff involved.

Seeing other people’s classrooms and practice has led to good professional development.



If you did this again, would you change anything?

We would record good practice routinely, as it happened. When we changed groups/classes the dynamics changed and we hadn’t always captured what went well.
