Opportunity to participate in a small scale developmental pilot

of the revised model National Professional Qualification for Headship (NPQH)

The Minister recently approved advice for a revised approach to the NPQH to be in place in Wales from September 2011. The first round of the revised NPQH cycle will start in September 2011 with completion by July 2012 and, as such, there will be no break in continuity of NPQH provision.
In the meantime, DCELLS in partnership with the four Consortia are undertaking a small scale developmental pilot of the proposed revised model NPQH across Wales. This is an additional opportunity for a small, specific group of potential candidates.  It is an opportunity for a small number of candidates to participate in the development of the process. Operating between March and October 2011, the developmental pilot will focus on the Assessment Centre Approach which will include the assessment of a portfolio of evidence, compiled by the candidate and demonstrating competency against the current National Standards for Headteachers in Wales. It will involve candidates in compiling their portfolio of evidence between May and October 2011 and attending an assessment centre in October.  It is envisaged that successful candidates will be awarded the NPQH by December 2011.

The criteria for participation in the pilot are that candidates-: 

a) already have sufficient evidence of meeting the standards to enable them to be subjected to rigorous assessment. 

b) are acting headteachers who have been in post for a minimum of 1 term; and who intend on becoming serving headteachers in the very near future (acting headteachers who are not aspiring to a substantive headship post and those that are part of the current CELT cohort are not eligible to participate); 

c) are willing to work closely with DCELLS to provide detailed feedback on their experience during the pilot; 

d) are willing to provide and share examples and case studies of the experiences undertaken during their career that have prepared them for headship;

e) are available to attend: 

· a regional Briefing Session for the pilot 

on either 6.4.11 (Carmarthen) or 7.4.11 (Antur Gwy, Park Road, Builth Wells, Powys LD2 3BA). Session timings: 3.30 – 5.30 pm

· a National Workshop Day (1) w/c 23rd May 2011, 

· a National Workshop Day (2) late June/early July 2011

the venue for the workshops is to be confirmed but is likely to be mid Wales

Applicants will be required to complete an application form, to be selected for participation candidates will need to meet all the criteria listed above. Information on the application and selection process, the training and assessment will be provided at the regional briefing.

Prospective candidates for the pilot should contact their local authority NPQH lead officer for an informal conversation and confirm their attendance at one of the Briefing Sessions by completing and returning the slip below to the consortium office by Friday 1st April 2011.  Please note that these briefing sessions are for potential candidates for the small scale developmental pilot only. It is expected that additional briefing sessions for the revised NPQH will take place in each LA before the end of the Summer Term 2011.
