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Why did you choose this project?


The project was chosen to aid the transition of Year 6 pupils.  The day gives the children the opportunity to experience a day in the secondary phase, whilst utilising key skills through their learning.  The day itself usually has a theme, and all subject learning encompasses the development of Key Skills.





The Progress File was chosen to aid transition, but to make children aware of Key Skills and how these are used and developed in learning and everyday life experiences.

4. How are you evaluating the project?


Evaluation is done through cluster moderation meetings and cluster headteacher meetings.  The year six pupils also provide relevant feedback about the day.





5. What has gone well?


Children enjoy Key Skills day as it provides them with a good taste of life in Cwmtawe.  They experience all of the facilities that the Comprehensive offers whilst developing Key Skills through the learning activities that are provided for them.


The Progress File allows the children to consider Key Skills explicitly.  





6. If you did this again what would you change, if anything?


The Key Skills Day is constantly reviewed to ensure that it is meeting it’s desired aims.  The Progress File needs to be reviewed now in order to update it in light of current changes taking place to Key Skills in the new curriculum 2008.





7. What is the way forward?


Continue to utilise both projects making relevant adjustments to encompass any changes that are taking place at present.  


Continue to strengthen links between primary and secondary phases to provide a smooth transition for pupils in Year 6 and 7.








How is it funded?


The Welsh Assembly Government has provided funding for the Transition process, for children in year 6 and year 7.  The comprehensive organises the day.


The Progress file was compiled as a result of a GTCW network grant, involving staff from Cwmtawe Comprehensive School and the Feeder Primary schools.  The comprehensive ensures that progress files are distributed to all feeder primaries, along with reading record files.











What is your target group?


Key Skills Day is targeted at all Year 6 children from the feeder primary schools, and is provided as part of the transition process.


The Progress File is aimed at Year 5 to Year 8 pupils to cover the transition period, and enable the children to explicitly learn about and consider how they use Key Skills in their everyday learning and life.
