Feedback from Kelly Hayes, LSA helping with Forest School Glanymor Primary

I have noticed that all of the children that participate in the Forest School project enjoy the experience of playing and learning together as individuals and in groups. It is a different experience for the children being in a woodland environment and gives them a chance to learn and enjoy at the same time. Many of the children have changed from initially running a little `wild` to now showing signs of controlled behaviour and also respecting and appreciating the nature that’s around them.

Child 1

As the weeks have gone on Child 1 is able to learn to talk when holding the `talking stick` and is also able to listen to others in group discussions. He has learned other rules of Forest School such as looking both ways when crossing roads independently and rules about his own safety and how to use equipment safely…………He shows that he enjoys attending as he loves playing in the mud, making bridges, building little huts and making wood cookies.

Child 2 
Child 2 had one best friend in school that left and she found it quite hard to nix with other girls. Since starting Forest School, her social skills have improved and she is more involved in tasks and play activities. She has been getting on with the other girls at Forest School. I see her taking more risks but also thinking about her safety and the consequences. She likes to be more involved and is also interested in learning new skills. Each week her confidence improves.
Child 3
Child 3 is another person who has developed in his listening and also his social skills. In the past he would make sure he was heard by shouting loud to get his view across and he would also tend to interrupt people including other children and adults. Since shown the talking stick he has shown on some occasions that he has mastered it but still likes to interrupt; he is coming on slowly.
