Maths Transition Lesson Plan – Year 6


	Lesson Objectives

	· To choose and use units of measurement accurately.

· To know when it is appropriate to use ICT.

· To work collaboratively.

· To create an accurate scale drawing of school building and grounds.


	Lesson 1

· Show children aerial photos of schools (What are we looking at? What does it tell us? What doesn't it tell us? E.g. Measurement?) Identify different parts of the building and recognizable shapes and features.

· Ask chn to suggest ways of estimating the size of the main building e.g. using car length, netball court etc.

· Allow chn to explore ways of deciding which unit to use. 

· Use aerial photograph to estimate perimeter of main building in small groups using chosen units.

· Compare findings with other groups and discuss margin of error.
Maths Page 1 in Transition Book
· Aerial photograph with annotations, children's ideas and estimate.  

Lesson 2

· Discuss scale, provide examples. Are the children's estimates realistic?
· Choose the unit of measurement the class will be using.

· What equipment can we use to measure in these chosen units?

· Do the children know how to measure with the chosen apparatus?

· Let the children experiment with the apparatus.

· In small groups measure specific sections of the main building and then discuss.  Bring back measurements to create whole school perimeter.

· As a class note any anomalies once the sections of the main building have been recorded and resolve through discussion. E.g. Do the results seem plausible?

Extension:  Use Google earth to calculate distances – compare results.
Maths Page 2 in Transition Book
· Draw a rough sketch of the main building showing the measurements.

Lesson 3

· Recap on previous measurements of school building.
· Ask Cs how could we accurately draw a plan of the building.

· Discuss scale.  What would be a sensible scale? (e.g. 1cm to 2m).
· Let them experiment on paper of different sizes.  

· Explain that we need a scale drawing of the school to fit in our books.

Extension

· Use textease to create plan of school using shapes to overlay features of school grounds.

· Children's comments.
· Record perimeter of school building.
